A new facility will improve efficiency but also enhance
community safety and provide a more welcoming
environment for public interaction. The City of New
Prague and the Police Department are working
collaboratively on the construction of a new police
facility. The goal is to create a space that is secure,
functional, and fiscally responsible - one that supports
effective policing while respecting taxpayer investment.

. We encourage residents to stay informed through City
Council meetings, reviewing project updates, and
sharing feedback. Transparency and collaboration
remain priorities as construction continues.
